There are 3 comings we
prepare for. 1- Christ being born man, 2- our
Lord coming into hearts each time we pray and
most profoundly in the Eucharist, then 3- His
coming at the end of time. This preparation
culminates with the celebration of Jesus’
birthday on Christmas. The actual “Christmas
Season” then continues until at least the
EPIPHANY (a.k.a. 3 Kings Day, 1-6-19) and the
BAPTISM OF JESUS (1-13-19). So, in all our
cooking, cleaning, shopping, decorating, etc.
etc. etc. be sure to invite the Lord into that, find
joy in the anticipation before Christmas, and
continue the celebration to its fulfillment.
