Stewardship Reflection
March 22nd, 2026

At this point in our Lenten journey, it is tempting to grow weary of
the spiritual disciplines we have taken on. Today’s readings inspire
us to remain faithful, in grateful response to a God who loves us so
much.

In our first reading, the prophet Ezekiel speaks God’s own words to
us. “ will put my spirit in you that you may live... | have promised
and | will do it, says the Lord.” Our God wants to be so closely
united to us that we are one with Him. And He has promised He will
do it. But only if we make room for Him by making Him THE priority
of our lives. Putting God first is a grateful response that is very
pleasing to Him.

How can we do this? Our second reading, from Romans, tells us.
“Those who are in the flesh cannot please God. But you are not in
the flesh... you are in the spirit if only the Spirit of God dwells in
you.”

The disciplines of Lent and a stewardship way of life are wonderful
gifts that free us from too great an attachment to “the flesh.” The
sacrifices we make as Christian stewards are not meant to restrict
our freedom and joy. Quite the contrary. They are tools to help us
find the real freedom and joy that only come when we make room in
our lives for God.

As we journey closer to the Passion of our Lord, let us intensify our
Lenten resolutions and our stewardship way of life, inviting the Holy
Spirit to take over more and more of our lives. By Easter, we will be
freer to rejoice in Him and truly pleasing to God.

Did you Know..

In February 2009 St. Patrick Church Prayer Shawl Ministry
came into being as a result of our love ones receiving shawls
from other ministries. Feeling the warmth and comfort of the
shawls, we wanted to extend our love and prayers to those in
our parish and community in need of solace or celebrating
milestones in their lives. Designers begin each shawl or
baptismal blanket with prayers for the recipient. These
prayers are continued throughout their creation and they are
given a final blessing before they are sent on their way.
Currently, there are eight members who pray, knit, crochet
and distribute  shawls in this ministry of compassion. Over
these 17 years we have given out hundreds of shawls and
baptismal blankets. We have lost count!

We are trying to imitate saints such as St. Faustina. She
writes in her Diary, (961) that she asked Jesus to save as
many souls as stitches she made with her crochet hook. St.
Veronica likely made the cloth she offered to Jesus on the
Way of the Cross. It was customary for mothers to weave a
cloak for their sons when they left home. Maybe the cloak the
woman with a hemorrhage touched, and Jesus healed her,
was made by the Blessed Mother of Jesus.

Our patrons are Mary, Undoer of Knots, who unties the knots
of our lives through the power of her Son. St. Veronica, who
used her veil to wipe the Face of the suffering Jesus. St.
Patrick, who brought Jesus to others through his missionary
work, and the patron of our parish.

We are fully funded by St. Vincent De Paul Society of
Parsons, and individual donors, of whom we greatly
appreciate.
